
The board met in November to review ministry updates
and ongoing projects. Outreach has begun planning for
Christmas giving, and preparations continue for the Live
Nativity on December 5. With several families unable to
participate, adults will help fill roles to ensure the
program can continue smoothly. Trustees reported on
several building needs, including bell tower and chimney
repairs, Sunday School partitions, foyer door updates,
and areas of exterior wood that need attention.
Additional projects being explored include attic
insulation and a repair to the boiler pump.
Pastor Steven shared that the new Greeter schedule is
going well and highlighted several upcoming guest
speakers. He also encouraged the congregation to begin
thinking about possibilities such as a Wednesday night
service, adjustments to the Sunday School hour, and
quarterly congregational meetings paired with
fellowship time. The board also discussed organizing a
church-wide Christmas caroling night in Carlock which
will happen on the 19th at 6PM. Upcoming events
include  the Live Nativity and Soup Supper during the
Carlock Tree Lighting on December 5.
